The courage shown by the Government in the field of national security
confirms the belief that India's defense forces are capable of responding to the
enemy in its own language. By conducting surgical strikes against terrorists
across the border, the Army has demonstrated its valor, its courage and the
military might of the country.

Modernization of the armed forces
including defense procurement agreements and improvement in defense
sector infrastructure has gained momentum.

In the next part of the program, Shri Prem Shankar Sidar, Honorable Provincial Pracharak,
Rashtriya Swayamsevak Sangh Chhattisgarh Province, Raipur, expressed his views as a
keynote speaker. In his address, he said that in ancient times India was known as the
'Golden Bird'".

India's trade and commerce was spread all over the world. India's shipbuilding art was
unprecedented in the world. India was leading the world by being at the top of scientific
advancement. India was the one who introduced mathematical concepts like zero and
decimal, through which calculations could be done. You underlined that education in India
was provided through Gurukuls, which used to be the centers of all-round human
development of a person.

Premshankar ji told that during the period of slavery and defeat, an attempt was made to
corrupt and destroy our traditions, trade, commerce, education through conspiracy. During
the British rule, India became only an exporter of raw materials and an importer of
manufactured goods, due to which the balance of payment of Indian trade was not in India's
favor.
